At 361 miles, Arizona has a long, open border with
Mexico, and it is estimated that half of those who
enter the United States illegally every year cross 
into Arizona. The state’s congressional delegation — 
two Republican senators, six House Republicans
and two House Democrats — hold positions 
all along the spectrum in the current 
immigration debate.

GOP Sen. JOHN McCAIN of Phoenix
He’s the most prominent 
Republican supporter 
of the bill passed by the 
Senate in May, which takes 
an approach favored by 
President Bush. McCain’s

proposal to create a path to citizenship for
12 million illegal immigrants and a guest
worker plan for new immigrants served as
the foundation for the Senate measure.

GOP Sen. JON KYL of Phoenix
He voted against the
Senate bill and opposes
a path to citizenship for
those who entered 
illegally. He proposes 
a temporary guest

worker program under which illegal
immigrants would have to return to
their home countries before re-entering
the United States, and then could stay
for no longer than six years.

He opposed the House bill „ one of 17
